
RIM ROCK RANCH RESORT, surrounded 
by a beautiful scenic recreational area, is located in 
Old Station, California, 14 miles north of Lassen 
Volcanic National Park on Hwy. 44/89. Hat Creek, 
widely known for excellent trout fishing, is near by. 
Also within short distances are Subway Caves, 
McArthur-Burney Falls State Park, Thousand 
Lakes Wilderness, Caribou Wilderness Area, Pacific 
Crest Trail and several campground & picnic areas. 
 

Rim Rock Ranch features ten housekeeping 
cabins, two motel units, and a small country store. 
Our cabins, established in the late 1930’s and early 
1940’s, were built primarily for the hunter and 
fisherman. Cabins are complete with kitchens, 
utensils, dishes, full baths and bed linens (group 
cabins do not come with bed linens or towels). Towels 
are available for $5.00 per set. 
 

Housekeeping Cabins are maintained by the 
occupants - maid service not available. Motel units 
will be provided maid service upon request only.  
Pets are allowed (not motel), but must be kept on a 
leash at all times. Fee is $5/night.  A cleaning/pet 
deposit may be required. 
 

Reservations not held by credit card must be 
accompanied by the first night’s rent, balance 
payable upon arrival. Three- week cancellation notice 
is required for a refund.  All cancellations are 
subject to a $10.00 fee. In the event of late arrival or 
early departure, refunds are subject to the unused 
portion of your reservation being filled. Every effort 
will be made to fill the unused portion. 
 
Rates for 
extra guests are $10.00/night. Additional linens 
available at $7.00/bed and towels $5.00/set. Prices 
subject to 10% occupancy tax.  Weekly rates 
available.

Lassen Volcanic National Park has 
guided snow shoeing, cross country skiing, and 
Eskimo Pass boasts a great hill for sledding. Other 
activities include a Snowmobile Park and Shasta 
Ski and Board Park.
